The Basic Law for a Gender-Equal Society was publicized and enforced in June 1999 and based on the Law
the Basic Plan for Gender Equality was formulated in December 2000. The government is now working
together to further the goals of the Law and the Plan.

The Gender Equality Bureau was established within the Cabinet Office by administrative reform of central
government in January 2001.

The Gender Equality Bureau is tasked with the following: function as a secretariat to the Council for Gender
Equality; formulation of plans and overal coordination regarding the promotion of the formation of a
gender-equal society; compilation of annua report; study and research; promotion of the Basic Law and
enlightenment activities; cooperation with local governments, private bodies and international organizations.
